health, the authenticity and the quality of the products; development of new analytical methods for
the characterization of new materials; development of procedures for the on-site determination
and speciation of trace metals and organic pollutants.

Her research activity is documented by 66 publications in refereed international journals, h-index
=19; 3 book chapters and over 90 communications to national and international conferences.
